With the new HSC prescriptions list taking effect this year, this
conference asks teachers to consider the role of texts in the English classroom. How can we ensure that what was
good in the past remains so and the changes we make create educational improvement? How can we establish
effective foundations in Stages 4 and 5 so students make the most of the possibilities in Stage 6?

Presenters have a choice of 3 types of sessions:

These sessions will be set up in theatre-style seating. The presentation should be approximately an hour in length and allow for a 15-
minute Question and Answer session for participants.

These are active sessions involving participants in activities such as problem-solving, developing a teaching technique or exploring
practical issues, and will be set up in grouped seating.
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These snapshots of practical teaching ideas (overview of units, activities, texts) involve 10-minute presentations, allowing 5 for
questions and discussion. Suitable for an English department, or several representatives, to present their course structure.

Workshops with a hands-on approach will be restricted in number to allow for all delegates to participate fully in a
safe and comfortable environment
