The Ken Watson Address           Associate Professo r Ray Misson 
“And this gives life to thee”:  refreshing our teac hing of Shakespeare 
 
Shakespeare has never gone out of fashion or off school curricula, but with the renewed emphasis on Literature in the new Australian 
Curriculum, there will undoubtedly be increased interest in teaching Shakespeare, and issues around how best to engage students with the 
study of Shakespeare will again come squarely onto the agenda. This address will consider tensions around honouring the aesthetic power of 
Shakespeare’s works while at the same time connecting them to the contemporary world and the lives of students. How can the power of the 
plays be used to disrupt student expectations and surprise them into engagement? 
 
Associate Professor Ray Misson  is Deputy Dean and Director, Learning and Teaching in the Melbourne Graduate School of Education at the 
University of Melbourne. His main area of research interest centres on the significance of cultural studies for classroom practice, particularly in 
terms of producing socially aware readings of texts in English and literacy classrooms. He has published extensively on popular culture, critical 
literacy, sexuality studies, narrative, and the place of creativity and imagination in a socially critical curriculum. Critical Literacy and the 
Aesthetic: Transforming the English Classroom, written in collaboration with Wendy Morgan, was published by NCTE in the USA in 2006.

F2.1  Writers Re-invigorating reading for boys and girls                                                                     Erin Wamala 
Gone are the days when it was expected that boys would only read one type of story (adventure) and girls would just go along 
with the boys because they will read anything.  Every reader deserves to be presented with books that tap into their lives, 
interests, experiences and aspirations.  Male and female readers come in all shapes and sizes; boys can and will read a variety 
of authors and genres, and stories for girls can be exciting and challenging, not just light and fluffy. However, school life is 
increasingly busy and it can be difficult for English teachers to be exposed to, and able to recommend, books to suit their 
readers. In this session Penguin Senior Education Consultant, Erin Wamala, will present a range of titles that celebrate male 
and female readers, their experiences, interests and aspirations. There will also be a focus on good graphic novels that can be 
taught in the classroom as set texts. Teachers will discover a range of new titles that they can use to re-invigorate their booklists 
and libraries, to encouraging reading and enthusiasm in their students. Delegates will receive a range of teacher resources to 
aid them in the classroom.

This workshop aims to demonstrate how webquests can be used to enhance a student centred learning environment, especially 
in the English classroom. The Al Bino webquest is focused around a young Australian hip hop artist Al Bino and his music video 
clip “It’s a Beautiful Day for Cancer”, a Cancer Council NSW initiative to engage youth in conversations about sun protection.  
The webquest provides teachers with a ready to use resource that engages students in examining visual literacy through 
focusing on youth-centred media such as MySpace, YouTube and Facebook and music videos. This workshop involves an 
overview of the project and the supporting resources, as well as a look at how some schools have already trialled this visual 
literacy webquest into their curriculum. The workshop will be a hands-on experience allowing teachers to peruse the webquest 
and see how it places students in control of their own learning. Through the Al Bino webquest teachers can combine their deep 
curriculum knowledge and classroom practice with new technologies to provide a holistic and differentiated learning experience 
for students that will re-invigorate tried and tested teaching practices.

Pride and Prejudice, that well used, well loved text, has been adapted, appropriated, manipulated, transformed and construed in 
the romantic vein, to suit the values and expectations of the modern responder. Reading it in connection with Fay Weldon 
allows us to refresh our thinking and consider the text holistically. The presentation will show how to engage students in the 
value of the text by linking their modern context through reality television. It will also provide a model for critical consideration of 
both Weldon and Austen. Sometimes, in order to hit refresh, we need to return to the original text.

Investigation includes the various ways narrative (a sequence of events) is presented in both fiction and non-fiction texts, in 
prose, drama and film. Through analysing narrative, students will understand how the text’s context, the author’s context and 
their own context affect the possible readings of a text.

The Premier's Reading Challenge is an initiative for engaging students to read more and to read more widely for leisure and 
pleasure. Designed as an on-line program for individual students to use, it works best when supported by classroom teachers, 
assisted by Head Teachers and teacher-librarians. The main focus is engagement, so that students choose to read and 
continue to read quality literature into the middle years of schooling and beyond. Learn more about how easy it is for you to 
meet the Challenge in your school. This is a very successful program that has not been fully utilised by its main target group, 
students in Years 7, 8 and 9. As an on-line program delivered through a website, it has the potential to integrate DET on-line 
services to deliver fully-supported resources, while encouraging that most wonderful practice of all - reading a book. This is an 
opportunity to embrace an on-line program and learn about the latest updates that have improved delivery.

The audience conducts surveillance on Jeff and Lisa as they watch their 
neighbours. This presentation will extend the concept of voyeurism and help teachers refresh their pedagogical practice by re-
examining crime writing and the new rubric for Extension 1.

The study has developed case studies of 25 young people and their digital literacies, 
related to school-authorised activities and also those activities that were unauthorised, clandestine, sub-rosa or negotiated on 
the boundary. In this presentation, I examine how teachers and students negotiate these different uses of new media both in 
and around the curriculum. When uses of technology are unsanctioned, they become part of literacy underlives existing in the 
gaps and fissures of school life. These literate underlives provide young people with opportunities for agency and new spaces 
for identity work.

100 years after T.S. Eliot began his first draft of “The Love Song of J. Alfred Prufrock”, the poem still has the power to inspire 
and bewilder readers.  This unit deals with the challenges of engaging students in the sometimes daunting task of crafting 
personal and group responses to the text. Content will include: Eliot’s literary context, using ICT to develop annotations of the 
poem, creative ways of integrating critical theory into responses and using Windows Movie Maker and other easy-to-use 
software to produce visual representations. The major creative components will include writing personal ads from the 
perspective of the poem’s persona and the production of a multi-media project where students explore their world through 
Prufrockian-coloured lenses, which involves finding the often ineffable essence of the poem and expressing their concerns 
through Prufrockian lenses.  Resource packages will be provided.

F3.2  Writers  The business of writing          Pau l Kooperman  
This presentation looks at creative writing in the 21st century. It focuses on how to earn an income from writing poetry, plays, 
books, films, articles, news stories and other forms of writing. In 2009, it is no longer enough to learn the craft of writing and then 
hope to find a publisher, producer or magazine editor to help your work reach an audience. So if you want to write, how do you 
earn a living? This course allows teachers to build on their teaching of the craft of writing, and stresses the importance of craft, 
while connecting it to opportunities outside the school environment. It prepares those students who love writing and want to 
incorporate aspects of creative writing into a possible sustainable career.

F3.3  VL  Extending the literary canon - using grap hic novels in the classroom                 Philipp a Andrews  
Graphic novels can provide a bridge between the experience of students in the modern world and an appreciation of the literary 
canon. The graphic novel can encourage reluctant learners to engage in the classroom, as well as provide new ways of thinking 
for active learners. It is also an important tool in visual literacy. Reinvigorate your classroom practice by connecting traditional 
literature and contemporary graphic texts.

F3.4  ICT Monster tales: HSC boys and wikis      Ma ha Shiyab  Brian Miller  
This session will explore the effect of using wikis to stimulate formal response writing in Year 12 Advanced English. Two high-
NESB, low-SES boys' high schools worked together to add an effective ICT dimension to students’ HSC study. By engaging 
students in extended rigorous intellectual debate, they were much more able to appreciate the Module A Texts in Time elective, 
Frankenstein and Bladerunner, and were better able to compose written responses in a subsequent assessment task. The boys 
were guided by three focus questions which produced a sometimes highly-charged dynamic, ultimately stimulating passionate 
involvement in their learning. A wiki, where the boys could practise responding to their texts, was established as a precursor to 
an in-class assessment task. The session will look at a number of issues surrounding the use of this media, including the 
mechanics of setting up the wiki, Gen Y boys and their study habits, moderating the discussions, assessment focus and we will 
attempt to theorise about the pedagogy of using wikis. There will also be an analysis of the boys' responses as these developed 
in the wiki itself, the practice essays and the final in-class essay. Students readily engage with internet wiki spaces as forums for 
discussion and learning, and teachers can use them to reinvigorate their teaching practices.

F3.5  HSC Module B: Critical Study of Texts - Georg e Orwell's essays         Bianca Woods 
This presentation will explore the many faces of George Orwell and will pose John Rodden's question - was Orwell a prophet, 
rebel, common man or saint? Using an approach adapted from the Visual Arts Stage 6 Syllabus, this presentation will provide 
teachers with the confidence and enthusiasm to teach George Orwell's essays for Module B. Teachers will learn how an 
exploration of the essays through five distinct frames will provide students with the opportunity to develop their own informed 
personal response to the essays.

F3.6  HSC Year 12 Advanced Critical Study of Texts:  Yeats      Emma Henshaw  Aaron Dewhurst  
This presentation is focused on how to engage Advanced Course English students throughout their study of Yeats' poetry. 
Avoiding teacher-centred lessons, this unit of work challenges students to be responsible for their own learning and the learning 
of others. Content covered includes: suggested resources, Yeats' literary and personal context, annotations of the poems and 
examples of student assessment responses. The presentation will also demonstrate how intranet and web applications can be 
used to foster effective reflections on learning. Learn how to effectively use technology and applications that are readily 
available, in order to refresh your approach to literary criticism.

F3.7  ICT Resources and ideas for the laptop classr oom               Catherine Nielsen  Rod Carter  Je anette Gill 
This workshop will provide participants with the opportunity to explore a number of laptop wraps and other resources designed 
to be used with students and their laptops. The 'wraps' include stimulus material and a series of tasks for students that focus on 
learning with the new laptop hardware and software tools.

We will look at a range of situations, including the reworking of our Standard program to address the 
issue of students not putting on paper what they know and understand.

Writer and journalist Kerrie O'Connor is the author of the successful Telares trilogy. She is keen to inspire young people from all 
backgrounds to get writing sooner rather than later. She is interested in giving teachers the skills to encourage young people to 
write and read widely. The difference between writers and non-writers is that writers write. They pick up the pen and start. The 
difference between dull writers and shiny writers is polish. They bravely pick up the eraser and polish. Kerrie offers techniques 
to firstly get words on the page and then make them shine. This is a back-to-basics workshop on the power of creativity and 
starting out on the writing journey. As more literary demands are placed on teenagers, particularly in senior school, the skills of 
first ‘showing up to the page’ and then objectively polishing are essential.

F3.10 Ped What kind of consumer are you?                              Sharyn Stafford  Alice Carter 
Our students are enthusiastic consumers who must negotiate a materialistic world, bombarded by advertising. This unit of work 
allows students to investigate their understanding of what it means to be a consumer. Through analysing their spending habits, 
rights as consumers, what they can do if they are scammed and learning about ethical spending, students are empowered with 
essential knowledge and confidence. The unit includes a case study on ethical chocolate and provides an opportunity for them 
to inform their school community and perhaps change their own world by making a difference in others’ attitudes to 
consumerism.

Students will be able to do an English worksheet that is based on 
that day’s news. By making lessons that are of today (i.e. that day!), difficult concepts can be communicated to the Z generation.  
They are highly connected, having had lifelong use of communications and media technologies such as DVDs, the World Wide 
Web, instant messaging, text messaging, MP3 players, cellular phones and YouTube, earning them the nickname "digital 
natives", so working online is a key to teaching them. Teachers are strongly encouraged to bring a laptop to the workshop.

Nette Hilton 
As a successful author of children's and YA literature I am often asked to present writing workshops. I have devised a method 
that empowers students (and writers) to develop story lines and work through editing with confidence and skill. In demonstrating 
the development of a narrative structure the relationships between the components of the narrative become clear. Once a 
student/writer is able to see the rules of the game, they become masters at the craft. The language and dialogue of narrative 
carries more meaning which facilitates dialogue with students and ultimately enables them to take responsibility for completing 
narratives that satisfy the appropriate criteria. It also becomes a key to unpacking the work of other literary works.

S.14 Ped  Fiction, drama and the imaginary real              Nathan Eldred  
Follow Mr E into the secondary worlds offered by texts, where “embalmed voices” (Benton, 1995:17) are brought to life through 
imaginative play.  Re-enact the “Rites of May”, bring “live fairies” into class, enjoy the refined elegance of “Monsterpiece 
Theatre”, be persuaded by “The Pitch” and savour “Dinner Conversations” with legendary deipnosophists. 
This presentation will offer specific creative strategies to motivate and engage students at every stage of your units.  The main 
texts of focus will be A Midsummer Night’s Dream, A Streetcar Named Desire, Macbeth, The Crucible, The Rime of the Ancient 
Mariner and Once by Morris Gleitzman.
